08 Aug After breakfast this morning you will first be taken to @Bisonnee Factory.Cloisonnee is the most
famous art& Crafts in Beijing. It is made from copper and enamel. You will visit the factory and see the
different work shops making Cloisonnee products. Then drive to the most exciting place in Béfjig
Great Wall (Picture 5) of China which is about 70 kiloetres northwest of Beijing. You will be taken to
the Badaling section of the Great Wall, which is one of the best preserved part of the wall. Badaling is
located at Yanging County. In the history, the function of Badaling was to protect the Juyongguan Pass
Along with the gorge, there are several interesting and historic sites. Badaling is a rare ancient military
defence project. The elevation is about 1,000 metres. The wall of Badaling has a total length of 3, 741
metres with an average height of 8 metiid®e highest section is 15 meters. The total area for a tour is 19,
000 square meters. The top of the wall can permit five horses to be ridden abreast. There are arched doors
at the inner side of the wall with very little distance betweach two doors. The arched doors lead you to



the top of the wall by stone stairs. Lunch will be provided whilst on the tour where we may 3adehe
